The Boyce Worthley Young Achiever Award

Members are asked to nominate or bring to the attention of 
their Branch Committees, persons suitable for this Award.  
The Boyce Worthley Young Achiever Award honours the 
College’s first Life Member. It is to be awarded each year 
to one of the ‘younger’ members of the College for a 
significant contribution to the profession of physical and 
engineering sciences in medicine.

Applications, which close on 30 April, should be 
forwarded to the Honorary Secretary Extracts from the 
Regulations covering the Boyce Worthley Prize are as 
follows:

· The award is available only to a younger Ordinary

Member or Associate Member of twelve (12) months standing.

· All fellows, members and associate members shall be

entitled to nominate persons for the award.

· The award is for distinction in the practice of the

physical and engineering sciences as related to medicine.

Applicants must have made a significant and sustained

contribution to the physical or engineering sciences in

medicine demonstrated primarily by several publications

as primary author in refereed journals.

· Each nomination shall be accompanied by a short

description of the nominee’s work and career details,

publications and other relevant information regarding

the nominee’s contributions to the chosen field.

The award shall be in the form of sponsorship, as a speaker, to an EPSM conference, covering registration, accommodation and travel.
· The name of the prizewinner shall be ratified by

Council, communicated to the membership at the

Annual General Meeting, and, if the winner is present,

the prize awarded at the Annual Dinner.
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
