RICHARD BATES TRAVEL SCHOLARSHIP

Terms of the Scholarship

The Council of the ACPSEM is pleased to announce an annual travel award to assist a Physical Scientist or a Biomedical Engineer undertake a period of 
training or carry out a research project overseas.

This award, to be known as the Richard Bates Travel Scholarship, will provide up to a maximum of $A5000 towards the cost of travel and associated expenses.  
Applications will be called for each year in the December issue of the journal and will close on 30 April of the year following. These will be subject to peer review and will be evaluated by the Council, and the 
winner of the Scholarship will be announced at the next annual conference. It must be understood that the scholarship is not intended to be used to help fund attendance at international conferences (although this is not 
precluded if it is an adjunct to the primary overseas study). Nor is the scholarship intended to fund exchange employment. However, defined research/study programs undertaken as part of a job exchange will not be precluded from eligibility. 

It should be noted that brief site visits will not be regarded as sufficient justification for the scholarship to be awarded.

Preference will be given to those candidates whose projects are perceived to be of broad benefit to the College or professions of physical sciences in medicine and /or biomedical engineering in Australia and New Zealand.  
Applicants must be at least Associate Members of twelve months standing. The Scholarship winner will be expected to provide a review paper for publication in the Journal and play a substantial role in the appropriate workshop at the next annual conference. 

The Council reserves the right to make no award in any year.  
Applications for the  Richard Bates Travel Scholarship should be forwarded to the Honorary Secretary by 30 April .
